Kelso Subdivision Ordinance, KMC Title 16

1. 
Exempted actions changed to require parcels less than 20 acres to go through subdivision process.

2. 
New procedures for Short Subdivision Exemptions in general and boundary line adjustments in particular and place here.
3.
Requests for extension on time required to complete required improvements go to Community Development Director in consultation with City Engineer. City Council still must approve any extension.

4.
Remove allowance for an extension to the five year tome limit on subdivisions.

5.
Change the deadline for recording a final plat from 21 days to 30 days.

6.
Define “Significant Tree” and reference Title 17 in regards to significant tree preservation.

7.
Provide more specific guidance regarding development on slopes as follows:
· A Geotechnical review is required if within the Fiksdel study area east of I-5 regardless of slope.
· Development on slopes between 8 & 30% must show that impacts related to slope are minimized, such as streets, lot configuration...cut and fill, etc. 
· No development allowed on slopes greater that 30%.
8.
Lots shall not be created where its sole access is off an alley.

9.
Do not distinguish lot size requirement based on which direction the lot faces.

10.
Remove the condominium chapter. It is not a land use issue.

11.
Remove the large lot subdivision chapter. RSF-E zone is eliminate in favor of the RSF-15 zone.

12.
Move the PURD provisions to the zoning ordinance.

13.
Subdivision open space requirements will be reviewed by the Community Development Director for compliance.

14.
Required open space shall be either within the proposed development or adjacent to or within a city park within ½ mile of the development.
